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Dear Parents of 2-year old (Toddlers), *BAEEXHEICHEEFT

Welcome to Tedako CDC! Our 2-year-old program consists of three classes: "Kugani,"
"Nuuji," and "Kafuu". "Kugani" means "gold", "Nuuji" means "rainbow," and "Kafuu"
means "good luck” in Okinawan language. All the toddler teachers will prepare fun

activities for the children to learn and help them to become independent.

The first couple of weeks will be a transition for your child, please feel free to call and
check on your child throughout the day. Young children are very adaptable by nature

and are sure to be comfortable with their new teachers and environment very soon.

Children learn through a variety of themes throughout the year, with two circle times
per day, switching themes every two weeks, and learning developmentally appropriate
language, STEM (Science, Technology, Engineering, and Math), and social skills in both
Japanese and English. Activities are play-based and planned with a balance of child-

centered and teacher-led activities, in which children learn independently.

The children will learn everything through play-based activities that are planned with a
balance of child-centered and teacher-led activities. The preschool program at Tedako
is play based and will integrate more than one learning area at a time. For example,
when our class plays with playdough, we are learning a number of things. In math
concepts children are learning about shapes, volume, size, and spatial relations. In
cognitive, language, social, and emotional domains, they are learning about problem-
solving, sharing, taking turns, and communicating both in English and Japanese.

Two to three-year-old children will develop more words and oral communication skills.
They will be able to have smoother conversations with their friends. They will learn to

socialize and negotiate with others in many ways such as sharing their toys and taking
turns. We will encourage each child do more things by themselves. It may take some

time, but we'll keep promoting them and helping them when needed. Please challenge
and encourage your child at home too.
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<Drop off and Pick up/Supplies>

We ask that children arrive by 9:30am as a morning snack will be served at
9:25am. Please send your child to school with sunscreen on during hot season.
(April - October)

If your child is sick or cannot attend for some reason, please e-mail us
(classroomname@oist.jp) before 9:30am on that day to let us know.

We play outside except during bad weather, so please bring closed-toe shoes or
rain boots every day.

If an individual is not listed on the Emergent Contact Form, we do not release
the child to that individual.

Please sign the time of drop off and pick up on attendance sheet each day. If an
authorized person will drop off or pick up your child, please inform that person
of the attendance sheet.

We ask that you prepare all the supplies on the attached supply list and write
your child’s name on everything. Each child has his or her own cubby where we

keep all their supplies.

*Due to current covid protocols, parents are not allowed to enter the
classroom. We will inform you about the replenishment for necessary supplies.

We open from 8:00am-6:00pm on Monday to Friday. We will charge a late fee
of 1000 yen every 15 minutes when a child is picked up after 6:00pm.

When you pick up your child, please do not forget to take home his or her water
bottle.

<Activities>
Activities include child-initiated play using toys in the classroom, dancing to rhythms of

music, reciting finger plays, arts and crafts, puzzles, sensory activities such as

playdough and water play and more.

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<Circle Time>

We have Japanese or English circle time once in the morning and afternoon. Children

will learn basic words, letters, and numbers through books, singing, cards and more.

<Outside Play>

We have outside play time as long as the weather permits. In the summer and winter
months we will follow the guideline set by Tedako CDC regarding appropriate
temperatures to be outside. Children are not allowed to stay inside of the classroom
during outside play. Your child will need to always dress appropriately for the
weather. No children stay inside unless they have a doctor’s note. Tedako CDC requires
that each child to have a sun hat. This will protect the children from the intense Okinawa
sun. We also ask that sunscreen to be provided, especially during April-October. During
the summer months we will have water play days. Also please bring a towel and a

plastic bag labeled with your child’s name. (Please check the supply list for the details)

<Snacks>
We provide snacks at 9:25am and 3pm (60 yen per snack).

<Lunch>

We offer school lunch for your child. If you would like to order school lunch, please
notify Tedako CDC office before the start of the month. If you wish to bring lunch from
your home, please ensure to cut food into smaller pieces and prepare lunch in lunch
box or container. Also, please bring a bib and a hand towel every day for cleaning
their hands and face after meals as needed.

<Nap Time>
Nap time is approximately 12 pm to 2:30 pm. Please do not drop off your child during
the nap time.

<Medication>
If your child requires prescribed medication to be administered by Tedako CDC staff,

parents must complete a medication authorization form. A form needs to be filled out
each day medicine is given. CDC staff is not allowed to measure dosage by law,
medication should be premeasured in a container by dosage before given to CDC staff.
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<ClassDojo >

ClassDojo is a communication app that is used in Tedako CDC. We use it to share
photos and messages, such as daily notes including health, appetite, diapering,
absence notice, and class updates. We also use the app to notify you when your
child’s supplies are running low. Once we send out an invitation to you, please

download the app.

<Toilet Training>

When teachers consider that your child is ready to wear training underwear, we will
ask you to bring 5 sets of training underwear every day. Please understand that your
child may have an accident and get wet on themselves, especially the beginning of
their toilet training. Please bring extra pants too. There might be a lot of laundry for a

while, but we really appreciate your understanding and cooperation.

<Illness>
Parents are obliged to make alternative care arrangements if their child has a fever,

diarrhea, or vomited within 24 hours before they arrive to school. If your child has a

fever, diarrhea, and/or vomited at CDC, he or she may be sent home.
